Bold and defiant, she endures
the tide of western conquests. This glass wave monument honors
her spirit that still pounds in the hearts of her people, and unfurls
the forged legacy she left behind. On the balcony below are children
who have come to offer gifts and to share aloha. Spiritual and virtu-
ous, Queen Lili’uokalani made sure all future children of Hawaii
would have an Ohana (a loving family). Also included in a window
by her side is another great Hawaiian, Prince Kuhio, who encour-
aged, counseled, and supported her. With curved blocks of aqua 
jeweled glass, the effect of light coming through from a skylight
above is similar to the effect in a real wave.
